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1.0 PURPOSE OF THE POLLUTION INCIDENT RESPONSE
MANAGEMENT PLAN

Narromine Shire Council (“Council”’) has prepared a Pollution Incident
Response Management Plan (PIRMP) for Narromine Waste Management

Facility, located on Gainsborough Road Narromine.

The PIRMP contains details of site specific actions that Council have or wiill,
(when required as a result of an incident), put in place to improve the way
pollution incidents are reported, managed and communicated to the general

community.

These actions meet the environmental requirements introduced by the
Protection of the Environment Legislation Amendment Act 2011 and the
Protection of the Environment Operations (General) Amendment (Pollution

Incident Response Management Plan) Regulation, 2012.

The objectives of the PIRMP are to:

e Ensure that effective communication channels are in place to inform
relevant authorities and the community (if required) of a nofifiable
incident.

e Control and minimise the impact of an incident using the Pollution

Incident Response Management Plan (PIRMP)

e Review, update and test the PIRMP by carrying out exercises at
prescribed intervals.

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4.0 DOCUMENT B — POLLUTION INCIDENT EMERGENCY CONTACT
DETAILS

4.1 DEFINITION OF POLLUTION INCIDENT

A pollution incident is required to be notfified if there is a risk of ‘material harm

to the environment’, which is defined in section 147 of the POEO Act:

“(a) harm to the environment is material if:

i) itinvolves actual or potential harm to the health or safety of

human beings or to ecosystems that is not trivial, or

ii) it results in actual or potential loss or property damage of an

amount, or amounts in aggregate, exceeding $10,000, and

(b) loss includes the reasonable costs and expenses that would be
incurred in taking all reasonable and practicable measures to prevent,
mitigate or make good harm to the environment.”

4.2 NOTIFICATION OF POLLUTION INCIDENT
4.2.1 Notification Speed of Response

The requirement for notification of a pollution incident has changed from a‘s
soon as practicable’ to ‘immediately’. In short, ‘immediately’ means
‘oromptly without delay’, but it does not mean undertaking notification

ahead of doing what is necessary to make safe.
4.2.2 Notification of Relevant Authorities

Where the pollution incident causes or threatens material harm to the
environment or human health, all the following authorities must be notfified by

the Narromine Landfill Supervisor, or the person acting in this position.
