| am pleased to advise that the NSW Government has announced an extra

$60 million in funding over four years to transform NSW public libraries across the
state. Every one of NSW’s more than 370 public libraries will benefit from the new
investment, ensuring they remain at the heart of every community.

As the single largest increase in State Government public library funding since the
Library Act 1939, this historic funding reaffirms the NSW Government's commitment
to literacy, lifelong learning, connectivity, and community wellbeing through public
libraries.

The funding will transform and modernise public libraries, especially those in regional
areas, delivering key services and educational and cultural experiences across the
entire state. )

All councils will receive an increase in annual library funding between 40 and 50
per cent by 2022-23.

A new $24 million infrastructure grants program over four years will be rolled out for
public libraries, with the first year of funding to begin in 2019-20.

This funding also includes a $1 million investment to support more Service NSW
self-serve kiosks at public libraries. These will allow everyone to access key
government services such as vehicle registration, licenses, and fee payments.

| am pleased to advise that funding for infrastructure programs at public libraries
outside of Newcastle, Sydney, and Wollongong will be available in 2018-19 through
the Regional Cultural Fund (RCF). Public libraries in regional NSW can apply for
capital grants to build new, or improve existing, infrastructure under the RCF fund,
which was introduced in 2017-18.
