Executive Summary

The purpose of this report is for Council to consider fees and charges for the
Narromine and Trangie Aquatic Centres.

Report

This report should be considered with the fees and charges as part of the Integrated
Planning and Reporting documents.

A decision is required regarding if the setting of fees and charges for both single entry
and season fickets for the Narromine and Trangie Aquatic Centres should remain at
varying rates for each centre, or a new standard fee should be applied consistently
across the two centres.

The Trangie Aquatic Centre contains a 25m pool and a small children’s pool with
surrounding grassed areas.

The Narromine Aquatic Centre contains a 50m pool, a children’s playground, a
publicly accessible clubhouse and now under construction is a new learn fo
swim/program pool and a children’s aquatic play area.

Single Entry Fees

Historically, entry fees have reflected the difference in offerings at each pool, with
Narromine Aquatic Centre having slightly higher entry prices to Trangie Aquatic
Centre. For example, the single entry fee at Narromine Aquatic Cenftre is currently
$4.50 in comparison to Trangie Aquatic Centre at $4.00.

The construction of two new pools at the Narromine Aquatic Centre will result in
increased operating and maintenance costs; however the construction timeframe
will also result in decreased offerings for the start of the 2019-20 swimming season as
the centre will open without provision of a children’s pool until the construction is
complete. The added disruption and inconvenience to pool users should also be
considered as a result of this work.

2. SWIMMING POOLS - FEES AND CHARGES CONT.

There are three options to consider for these fees:

1.

Council may consider that due to the decreased offerings for the start of the
upcoming season, the Narromine Aquatic Centre single entry fee is decreased
for the 2019-20 season to be the same as the Trangie Aquatic Centre at $4.00
per swimmer. The fee can then be reviewed in the 2020-21 fees and charges
to reflect the new offerings at the Narromine Aquatic Centre.

Council may consider that the Trangie Aquatic Centre single entry fee is
increased to $4.50 per swimmer to align with Narromine Aquatic Centre and
increase the income from the two centres.

Council may consider that the fees are to remain reflective of maintenance
and operational costs for each individual centre and be $4.50 at Narromine
Aquatic Centre and $4.00 at Trangie Aquatic Centre.

To increase the offerings and opportunities for use by the community and for ease of
sale and administration, Council may consider a season ticket which allows access to
both Narromine Aquatic Centre and Trangie Aquatic Centre for a single price which
is a compromise between the current two prices.

Executive Summary

The purpose of this report is for Council to consider and adopt increased water
consumption charges for the Narromine LGA

Report

This report should be considered with the fees and charges as part of the integrated
planning and reporting documents.

A decision is required regarding the increase for water consumption charges to
enable cost recovery for the supply of freated and untreated water within the
Narromine LGA. This increase could also act as an incentive to water users to start
conserving water.

Information was recently received from DPI-Water and clarification sought from the
NSW Office of Local Government regarding the setting of water consumption fees.

With the increase in legislative requirements to produce safe drinking water and
subsequent operational costs, Council does not recover adequate costs fo meet its
ongoing requirements. Infrastructure renewals have also been delayed. Water
quality in its supply bores have also changed, which necessitates the need to
introduce alternative treatment techniques and processes, therefor increasing
overall maintenance and operational costs.

It is therefore recommended that the following water consumption fees be adopted
by Council for the 2019/2020 financial year to meet its ongoing obligations to supply
wafter:

From the above table, it can be seen that Narromine Council is charging less than
neighbouring councils in this region and a price increase could therefore be justified.

It should be noted that Council should not increase hardship for particular groups of
customers and any price increase needs to be affordable.

Council has commenced with its Integrated Water Cycle Management and
Strategic Business Plan process, which is a requirement from DPI-Water, which will
enable Council to apply for more funding under various grant programs.

Financial Implications

Unsustainable water utility if water usage fees are not increased for water users in the
Narromine LGA.
