COUNCILLOR REPORT ON ATTENDANCE AT: CSU Wagga trip with Korean Delegation
COUNCILLOR: Mayor Craig Davies
DATE ATTENDED: 28 - 31January 2020

1. Main Purpose of Conference/Visit/Meeting

Accompanied senior Policy Adviser from Dubbo CSU, Felicity Taylor Edwards to
Wagga campus of CSU to explore and promote collaborative research projects and
data collection with CSU Researchers.

2. Key Messages/Highlights of Relevance to Council
(Issues raised by key note speakers or issues raised at meetings which are of
specific relevance to Council)

A number of Korean presentations outlining the respective areas of expertise by the
Korean researchers on their proposed collaboration with Narromine Shire Council and
CSU. Narromine to be the base for the KIGAM project which currently is involved in
Geoscience and geology utilising airships (helium) and drones. Other Korean
companies are also looking at potential research and business opportunities in the
Shire.

A further presentation highlighted the potential of solar powered collars and ear tags
for animal health. The devices incorporate numerous properties that allow monitoring
of temperature, heartbeat, location and hormonal levels. Further Artificial Intelligent
apparatus are planned for these collars.

Other presentations focussed on Solar Technology for smart farms being
manufactured from a range of mineral combinations including crystalline silicon,
copper and some are earths. The photovoltaic applications would manage
temperature and irrigation pumping systems.

The potential for collaboration with CSU was most evident in the field of Precision
Agriculture Solutions. In bringing together current solutions to develop algorithms and
Al into a single response unit facility.

The final presentation by KIGAM (Korea Institute of Geosciences and Mineral
Resources) focussed on its drone based geophysical systems and applications for
groundwater exploration. The 4D geological disaster map / mineral map which has a
cloud based interpretation program and is able to “see” up to 200 mts into the earth’s
crust.

Once signed an MOU between CSU and the Korean consortium will further
relationships being developed around research of common interest and ability and
moving to partnerships based on strategic projects and collaborative clusters was an
excellent outcome to two days of working together.

is to establish their drone academy here in Narromine and seftle the first few
companies intfo the aerodrome site.
