INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS AT NARROMINE AQUATIC CENTRE 
Council wishes to advise residents that as part of scheduled infrastructure 
improvement works, Council will be removing the Eastern White Pines from the rear 
of the Narromine Aquatic Centre. This is to facilitate the installation of water storage 
tanks. 
 
Eastern White Pines are not a native species and can produce toxins from the 
needles, bark and sap, and the pollens can cause allergic reactions to individuals. 
 
These works will be undertaken as to minimise any inconvenience; however, 
pedestrians are advised to proceed with caution. 
 
The refurbishment works underway at Narromine Aquatic Centre is funded by NSW
